THE ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE THREAT

Artificial Intelligence (Al) is a machine technology
that involves computer systems which perform tasks
normally performed by
humans. Al involves decision-
making computations,  but
also may involve visual,
speech, and language
B S-SRI  Ciscernment. It imitates
human intelligence and performs tasks faster and
sometimes solves problems based on information it,
or another computer, has gathered. Al analyzes large
amounts of data and reduces response times for
cybersecurity, business, and defense applications.

Accenture is a large business consulting firm. Ac-
cording to a recent Accenture report, seventy-five
percent of corporate level executives believe if they
do not increase their Al capabilities in the next five
years, they may risk going out of business.

Al’s future is on the rise. It is especially helpful
regarding cyber security threats. : 7

China, Russia, Iran, and North Korea are some of the
state actors engaging in a race to improve and in-
crease their Artificial Intelligence (Al) capabilities.

Each of these state actors is developing Al to attack
or harm US computer systems, power plants, pipe-
lines, ships, troops, cities, and ports. Both US and
Chinese military officials have voiced apprehension
that increased use of Al systems could lead to acci-
dental or unintended conflicts increasing the risks of
escalation.

China has recently developed unmanned military
drones which can launch missiles without human con-
trol. These military drones
include a stealth battle drone
and an unmanned drone
. : bomber.  China’s latest
g s ¥ military drone is the Wing
Loong Il. It is armed with a laser-guided BA-7 mis-
sile. This air to surface missile is believed to be one
of the world’s most powerful anti-tank missiles. Mili-
tary officials believe that these drones, and others
which have not yet been developed, could lead to an
Al race to further expand drone warfare and increase
the likelihood of unintentional military conflict, or
war.

Artificial Intelligence (Al) is rapidly changing the
world we live in. Al is altering the way we pay our
bills, shop, and, potentially, how we go to war. Our
future will include Al.

Technology is increasing so rapidly that defensive

warfare may not be able 3

to keep up with Al
threats. Our country and

defense  firms  should + i
make certain that Ameri- *_ oY -
can technology stays in -

American hands. Our - - +
universities, technology

and defense firms need to redouble their efforts to
maintain the security of this technology and not allow
our adversaries: state actors, terrorists, or criminal
syndicates, access to it. America’s national security
depends upon rigorous vigilance!
